THIS MATTER came on regularly before the Marine Employees' Commission (MEC) on
December 17, 2008, when the Inlandboatmen’s Union of the Pacific filed a request for grievance
arbitration, docketed as MEC Case 6-09. The IBU’s grievance alleged that WSF hired several
terminal employees for summer 2008 without complying with provisions of Appendix D of the
IBU/WSF Collective Bargaining Agreement.

Initially, Commissioner Patricia Warren was assigned to serve as Mediator at the
settlement conference scheduled on March 19, 2009. Chairman John Swanson was designated to
act as Arbitrator and a hearing scheduled for April 22, 2009.

The March 19, 2009 conference was cancelled when 1BU Business Agent Jay Ubelhart

was called away on urgent Union business. Later it was rescheduled for May 5; Chairman
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Swanson was reassigned as Mediator. The April 22 hearing was cancelled to accommodate
rescheduling the settlement conference. The hearing was continued to July14.

The parties participated in a settlement conference on May 5, 2009. They did not resolve
the issue, but continued discussions thereafter. By letter on July 1, IBU Business Agent Jay
Ubelhart withdrew the grievance request.

ORDER

It is hereby ordered that the request for grievance arbitration, filed by the IBU and
docketed as MEC Case No. 6-09, is closed in acknowledgement of the IBU’s withdrawal.
